1.
Introduction and Apologies




Andy Lenaghan welcomed all to the meeting and thanked the Reverend Leonard for  the use of the hall.

Action Notes from Previous Meeting/Matters Arising




There were no matters arising from the Action Notes of the 2 November meeting.  In connection with the list of open spaces which was generated at the Board workshop on 16 November, Roy Jones asked what the current situation was regarding the managed retreat on the Hayling Billy Trail.  Andy Lenaghan explained that Ted Gale our County Councillor was still negotiating, together with others, with English Nature and this issue was not within the remit of this Community Board.




3.
Public Open Session (15 minutes)




           a.   Hayling United Football Club.  Peter McQuade gave a presentation on behalf of the Hayling United Football Club.  It was recognised that this was an issue for debate/contention; however he wished to explain the background/context.  The club had been relegated because the Mengham Park ground had not complied with new regulations; and had been seeking a new ground, which had been found at the Hayling School.  The club had negotiated improvements to the Hayling School site which would include better pitches and better changing rooms, in return for the ground and a 150-seater stadium.  Outline planning permission for this had been granted in April 2004.  The improved facilities would benefit both the school and the football club (which had 16 teams and was developing ladies football also).  The new facilities would be able to be used by other groups.  The football club had applied to the Football Foundation for funding (some £15,000) which would be matched; and now wished to be considered for Liveability funding.




                Considerable debate took place on this issue among Board Members.  Terry Worrall commented that the Liveability Fund was for “the greater good” and projects identified needed to be accessible to all sectors of the public, not just to a few; and school facilities were not accessible to all.  Colin Turner pointed out that the general public on Hayling would benefit, because the children who attended Hayling School would benefit.  Ian Perkins commented that the concept was excellent but didn’t really “fit” Liveability criteria.  Joanne Penney, Liveability Manager, then pointed out that Liveability funding was for improvements to the public realm, not for private sports clubs; and recommended the football club made an application to Sport England for funding.




           b.  Street Lighting in Northwood Lane.  A member of the public raised the issue of  the lack of street lighting in Northwood Lane, which was an adopted highway.  Andy Lenaghan recommended County Councillor Ted Gale be approached about this matter.




4.        Identification of Projects




           Richard Taylor, Support Officer to the Board, had prepared a map of the Island  showing all the projects identified during recent Board meetings.  It had been intended to prioritise projects under the £50,000 local area Liveability funding but Joanne Penney explained that larger, strategic projects needed to be prioritised prior to Christmas.  Paul Fisher then requested a new project be considered, namely a cycle bridge on and off the Island: a project which was being supported by other Community Boards.  After discussion members of the Board voted as follows:

            The majority being in favour, it was agreed this project should be included in the project list.




            Board members then spent some considerable time prioritising strategic projects, after which those remaining on the list were scored, in order to identify 5 for submission to the Liveability Board.  The 5 projects with the highest scores were:

 1.   Improvements to Eastoke Corner. 

                 2.   Improvements to North Hayling (South of Bridge) - including Northney Common.

3.    Improvements to promenade, central Beachlands, Royal Shades to Central Beachlands. 

4.    Layout and streetscape improvements to Elm Grove/Mengham Corridor to Gable Head. 

 5.    Adding a walking/cycling bridge alongside existing bridge. 




            Because the prioritising/scoring had taken up most of the evening, it was agreed that Andy Lenaghan and Richard Taylor would prepare the submission to the Liveability Board ie forward the above list.




5.        Havant Community Partnership Development Day




           Enid Ashley explained that the Board of the Havant Community Partnership was taking part in a Development Day on 21 January 2005; and was seeking a resident representative from each Community Board to attend the day.  After discussion Terry Worrall was nominated to attend on behalf of the Hayling Community Board.
