Where part of an extension is single storey and part is two storey the charge for a two storey extension will be applied.
First floor extensions

Where a first floor extension is constructed over an existing single storey structure the charge applied is that for a single storey extension of the same floor area.

*An additional charge is for work when the relevant building work, or part thereof, has not been carried out by a person referred to in regulation 7(5) (g) or (h) of the Building (Local Authority Charges) Regulations 2010 (Self certification schemes). It is additional to the inspection charge, building notice charge or regularisation charge. Such works include where work in connection with a controlled electrical installation, gas installation, solid fuel burning appliance or oil fired installation is not carried out by a person registered under a competent persons scheme.
