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Emsworth Residents’ Parking Scheme

Zones A & B

1. Under the scheme on-street parking is not exclusive to resident permit holders, but vehicles displaying a valid permit will be exempt from any limited waiting restrictions on roads within the zone for which the permit is issued.

2. Residents’ parking permits will be valid between 9am and 6pm Monday to Saturday inclusive (when the 45 minute limited waiting restrictions are in force).  Permits will not be valid in the 2 hour limited waiting area at the north end of Queen Street.

3. Zone A will include Palmers Road, North Street and St James Road, Zone B will include Queen Street and King Street.  Permits will only be valid in the zone for which they are issued. Only properties within the above stated roads are eligible to purchase a resident’s permit. 
4. The cost of a permit will be £60 and the permit will be valid for 12 months.

5. A permit is only valid if displayed in a vehicle for which it was issued, any vehicle not displaying a valid permit will be subject to all parking restrictions and will be issued with a penalty charge notice if the restrictions are contravened.
6. The permit must be prominently displayed in the front windscreen ensuring that all details can be seen from outside the vehicle.  Please do not place it at the top of the windscreen as in some vehicles it may not be visible to the Civil Enforcement Officer. 
7. The permit does not give exemption to any other parking restrictions and is not valid outside of the zone for which it is issued.  

8. Residents permits are not valid in pay and display or permit holders off-street car parks

9. A permit does not guarantee a parking space. 

10. Due to the limited amount of available on-street spaces permits will initially only be offered to residents living in properties with no off-street parking facilities and there will be no visitors permits.

11. Only one permit will be issued per household but a permit can be issued with a maximum of two registration numbers. 

12. Proof of entitlement will be required before a permit can be issued, this will be:

a) Vehicle registration document or lease agreement for each vehicle to be included on the permit. 

b) Proof of residency either a council tax demand, tenancy agreement or rent book or utility bill.

13. Administrative charges will apply:

Replacement of lost permit - £20 (replacement permit will be valid for the same period as the lost permit).

Transfer of registration number - £10 (old permit must be returned).

14. Permits will be non-refundable.

15. A permit will not be issued to any vehicle with an outstanding Penalty Charge Notice against it.

16. Permits must not be photocopied or defaced in any way. A Penalty Charge Notice will be issued to any vehicle seen displaying a copied or defaced permit.
