electronic transfer of funds. Funds must be cleared before the nomination is considered
valid.

5. If the election is contested the poll will take place on Thursday 2" May 2024.

Plaza, Civic Centre Road, Havant, PO9 2AX by midnight on Tuesday 16" April 2024.

7. New applications for postal votes, or amendments or cancellations of existing postal and
proxy votes, must reach the Electoral Registration Officer at Public Service Plaza, Civic
Centre Road, Havant, PO9 2AX by 5 pm on Wednesday 17t April 2024.

8. Applications for a Voter Authority Certificate or an Anonymous Elector's Document valid for
this election must reach the Electoral Registration Officer at Public Service Plaza, Civic
Centre Road, Havant, PO9 2AX by 5.00pm on Wednesday 24" April 2024. Applications

9. New applications to vote by proxy at this election must reach the Electoral Registration
